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The modernization of education in the Republic of Kazakhstan in the context of competence is an addition to the content of education.Person’s important qualities in solving the strategic duties ofState program of education development in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 are these: initiative, creativethinking skills,to find ways to solve the problem, the ability to choose a professional way, always preparing for learning [1]. Educate and build up a competitiveperson who will be able to work with creativeis modern educational requirementsto the Republic of Kazakhstan who is taking part in the integration of world civilization [2].

Educational system is playing an important role in solving the problems of the educationalduties, because, it is a unified structure that is able to determine the future development of the educational system of each country and reflecting them the main directions of reaching to the civilized world. Education is in the hands of the teacher. The  teacher  have  to motivate  his/her  students  to  be competitive person in globalization world. He is creative and professional teacher who knowsnew pedagogical techniques. Professional competence and sub -competence ofteacher  of foreign language  are his main requirements to be a real specialist. And he learnt foreign languages ​​and has the ability toteach a foreign languages, personal values, and he is deeply skilled person [3,257].The importance of learning English cannot be overstated in an increasingly interconnected and globalized world. For the millions of immigrants who travel the world from non-English-speaking countries every year, learning to communicate in English is important to enter and ultimately succeed in mainstream English speaking countries. Working knowledge of the English language can create many opportunities in internationalmarkets and regions.

The current educational paradigm of the aspects of the implementation of the teaching of foreign languages ​​to be directly related to the teacher's professional skills.The basic competence in English-language educationwhich forms the subject of intercultural communication is "intercultural communicative competence" [4,49-50]. English language teacher makes teaching activitiesin the effective implementation must learn requirements (competences) for a foreign language teacher. In our opinion, more attention must be paid on gnostic competence according to modern needs.Gnostic competence - not only the teacher's professional growth, as well as it is important to set on the future of foreign language teacher’s workindustry, ability to solve the problems and to reach his purposes,to be the successful teacher who is constantly  ongoing search of new skills and to have other qualities which lead to success his students of technological universities  [5 11]. Gnostic competence forms during thegnostic activities. Foreign language teacher’sgnostic activities related to the scientific study of the subject. Students of technological high school should  be  able  to take  a  participant in intercultural-communicative competence .Gnostic competence seeks to address the following issues: To reveal students’ positive and negative charactersrelated to the social and psychological effects; Recruitment, use it in educational process. Analysis colleges the best experience; To identify effective methods of teaching; To put gnostic duties with connection of teaching experience and theory and etc. [6];

The formed future teachers’ gnostic competence shows interaction of complex competencies.

Teacher who engage with gnostic has full knowledge,he can explain his opinion which is based on the different opinions,information passedcritique, and he is person who able to develop and demonstrate his own creative skills during the achieving the goals [7.137]. Thus, we know that by means of gnosticcompetence we can learn other specific competencies.Because gnostic competence helps to foreign language teacher in professional training, to become a competitiveness and to make a successful career.It is well known that gnostic skills of the teacher is formed eventually       in the most practical activities, during accumulation of its experience.  "I was convinced — spoke to A.S. Makarenko — that as if successfully the   person graduated from pedagogical higher education institution, as if     he was talented and if he doesn't study on experience, will never       become    the good teacher" [5,38-41]. To study on experience means not only to seize concrete professional and pedagogical abilities, but also to     keep the    constant analysis of own activity, comparing it with experience   of other teachers and with achievements of psychology and pedagogical   science, critically to estimate the progress and failures, to connect the       theory to practice of teaching and educational work. At the solution of practical tasks, in interaction with pupils, the value of the knowledge gained by the teacher, quality of his creative thinking and its personality is checked[6,73].
Thus, Gnostic competence of the teacher, developing in the course of acquisition of experience of teaching and educational work, itself starts   carrying out an active role in regulation of pedagogical activity. It is,  obviously, not that at the teacher some absolutely special thought processes     are formed, and that his general mental abilities develop and are  substantially enriched in the course of the solution of more and  more complex practical challenges defining an orientation of cogitative activity of the teacher and a categorical system of his thinking.

We believe that it is important to formgnostic competence for students of  Technological Universities. By determining the contents of the gnostic competencies, we will try to identify the most effective ways of forming this competence in the future.
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
