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At the beginning of XXI century the need for serious modernization of the Kazakh education became obvious. The processes occurring in the global socio-economic system have caused a paradigm shift in education. Since traditional education is outdated, we need new didactic forms of teaching in modern education system. There is an urgent need for a new perspective on learning in general and learning a foreign language in particular, since the main purpose of today's higher education is to grow not a narrow specialist but a multi-dimensional creative personality, who holistically perceives the world, who is able to be active in professional and social spheres, ensuring dynamic and sustainable development of mankind. And today, modern young specialist for successful professional activity in the new information society needs such professional and personal qualities as the ability to professionally approach and solve technical challenges, the use of modern information technologies in the development of new types of equipment,  managing  graphics and computer culture, the ability to identify the priority of the task solution taking into account moral aspects of activity, and ability for creative professional self-development [1].

 Foreign language (FL) is becoming one of themeans of increasing the level of knowledge within the specialty and the formation of students professional orientation. Today foreign language is increasingly becoming a language for the specialty rather than a specialty itself. Thus, in conditions when, on the one hand, knowledge of a foreign language becomes inadequate for a wide range of experts, and on the other hand the modern professional cannot do without the knowledge of a certain language level, it is required to concretize and actualize the purpose of professionally-oriented foreign language teaching. There is a need of a goal, which would focus on the development of skills for professional communication in a multicultural environment and would focus on professional and business component of foreign language teaching of the specialist.

 State educational standard of higher professional education requires taking into account the professional specifics in teaching a foreign language, its orientation on the implementation of the tasks of future professional activity of graduates. As the result professionally-oriented approach to teaching foreign languages in technical universities acquires special urgency, which provides formation of ability of foreign language communication in specific professional, business, scientific spheres and situations considering the features of professional thinking, that is – professionally-oriented teaching. Under professionally-oriented training we understand the training based on the needs of students in learning a foreign language, dictated by the characteristics of the future profession or specialty, which, in turn, require its learning. The term "professionally-oriented teaching" is used to denote the process of teaching a foreign language in non-language high school focused on reading literature, studying of professional vocabulary and terminology, and in recent years, on communication in the field of professional activity. 

The essence of professionally-oriented foreign language teaching lies in its integration with special disciplines in order to obtain additional professional knowledge and the formation of professionally significant qualities of the person [2].

Training of specialists in technical universities consists in the formation of communicative skills that would enable professional contacts in a foreign language in different spheres and situations. And also to generate the desire and ability of future specialist to function as a strong language personality of the democratic type possessing a high linguistic competence in the area of not only Russian, but also English, in professionally significant speech events of different types, in different modes, registers, forms, styles, types and genres of professionally oriented speech-thinking activity. Training of specialists in technical universities is the formation of such communicative skills that would enable professional contacts in a foreign language in different spheres and situations. Under the field of communication understood as a set of homogeneous communicative situations characterized by uniformity of speech stimulus, relations between the communicants and the situation of communication [3]. 

Foreign language communication can occur in both formal and informal forms, during individual and group contacts, in the form of conference presentations, in the discussion of contracts, projects, composing business letters. 

The purpose of teaching foreign languages in technical universities is to achieve a level sufficient for the practical use of foreign language in future professional activity. 

Practical mastering a foreign language is only one way of professionally oriented teaching of the subject. According to A. A. Rybkina, a foreign language can become not only an object of learning but also a mean of professional skills development. This implies the extension of the concept of professional orientation of foreign language teaching, which includes another component - professionally-oriented focus of the content of the educational material. Professionally-oriented training provides professional focus not only of the content of educational materials but also on activities, including the methods and techniques of forming professional skills. Professional orientation activities require: 

•first, the integration of the foreign language discipline with profile disciplines; 

•second, confronts the foreign language teacher the task to teach the future specialist on the basis of intersubject connections to use a foreign language as a means of regular replenishment of their professional knowledge, and also as a means of formation of professional skills;

•third, involves the use of training forms and methods, capable to provide formation of necessary professional skills of the future specialist [4]. 

Professionally oriented teaching foreign language at non-linguistic faculties of universities requires a new approach to content selection. It needs to be focused on the latest achievements in the sphere of human activities, in a timely manner to reflect scientific advances in areas directly affecting the professional interests of students, to provide them with the opportunity for professional growth. Thus, it would be legitimate to consider the contents of teaching foreign language at non-linguistic faculties of universities as the totality of what students should learn in order the quality and level of foreign language skills to be consistent with their needs and goals, and the goals and objectives of this level of training. Content selection contributes to the comprehensive and holistic formation of the student's personality, preparing him for future professional activity.

According to N. D. Holschovoy [5], the content of foreign language teaching should include: - 

- sphere of communicative activities, topics and situations, speech actions and speech material, taking into account the professional orientation of students; 

- language material (phonetic, lexical, grammatical, spelling), the rules of its design and skills ability to operate it; 

- a complex (speech) skills that characterize the level of practical mastering of a foreign language as a medium of communication in situations of professional and business communication; 

- knowledge of national cultural characteristics and realities of the country of the target language. 

Considering FL as a means of formation of professional orientation of future specialists, E. V. Roshchina notes that when studying the professionally-oriented language material two-way communication is established between the desire of students to acquire the expertise and success of language acquisition. 

She thought FL is one of the effective means of professional and social orientation in non-language university, which has a great potential of formative influences. According to the author, for the realization of this potential the following conditions are required: 

• a clear statement of objectives of foreign language speech activity; 

• a social and professional orientation of these activities; 

• satisfaction of trainees in dealing with private tasks; the formation of students ' ability to creatively solve specific problems; 

• a favorable psychological climate in the educational environment.

 Considering the above, it is possible to distinguish the following structural elements of a substantial component model of professionally-oriented teaching of a foreign language:

Communication skills of all types of speech activity (speaking, listening, reading, writing) on the basis of general and professional vocabulary. The ultimate goal of professionally – oriented training of dialogical speech is the development of ability to converse purposefully to exchange information of a professional nature on a particular subject. 

Teaching monologic speech consists in the formation of skills to create different genres of monologue texts: report of information of a professional nature, presentation, extending discussion with previous preparation, and without it. 

Teaching listening is to form skills of perception and understanding of the interlocutor's statements in a foreign language generated in the form of monologue or dialogue process, in accordance with a certain real professional sphere, situation.

 Teaching reading is the formation of skills of all types of reading of publications of different functional styles and genres, including special literature. 

Teaching writing is to develop communicative competence necessary for professional written communication, manifested in the abstract skills of presentation, annotation and translation professionally meaningful text from a foreign language into Russian and from Russian into a foreign language.
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
