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Ecodesign is a direction in design that pays a lot of attention to protecting the environment throughout the life cycle of the product. In the calculation are taken, in a complex, all aspects of the creation, use and disposal of the product. Ecodesign, along with the obvious and ordinary requirements of beauty, convenience and price, pays special attention to [3]:
· consumption of resources in the design, manufacture, use and disposal.
· the origin of materials. Many aspects are taken into account, starting with the protection of the environment by the producer (supplier) and ending with the observance of workers' rights in the enterprises, the correct attitude towards farmers, etc. There is a different kind of certification, similar to that implemented by the Forest Stewardship Council.
· safety in the use of the product, absence of harm to health, minimization of noise, emissions, radiation, vibration, etc.
· simplicity and safety of recycling, reusability of materials with minimal environmental damage.
In the modern ecological approach to the consumption of goods, there is a term customizing that corresponds to the principles of eco-design and allows reusing used goods, thereby reducing consumption and harm to the environment. Customizing (from English customize) - decorating and redecorating ready-made items for the individual taste of the client.
Customizing has three directions, which are presented in Figure 1.

The pioneer in customizing is Belgian designer Martin Marjela. He created vests of scarves, a sweatshirt with sweatpants and overalls made of old parachutes.
With customizing engages many designers [2]:

· Jay Hudson transforms making exclusive T-shirts to order, and also remakes suits from second-hand, decorating them with silk, paillettes, rhinestones.
· Antonio Marras (Italian designer) remakes old dress coats in beautiful evening dresses with a neckline on the back.
· Milla Jovovich uses her old clothes for her Jovovich / Hawk brand.
· Designer Katia Gomiashvili makes painting on order on jeans and sheepskin coats.
· The customization technique in Claudine, E2O clothing is also used.
One of the most popular types of customization is the conversion of men's shirts into women's clothing. Men's clothing is usually larger than women's. Therefore, the alteration is to reshape the men's clothes so that it is well seated on the woman. Examples of customization of men's shirts are shown in Figure 2.
The technique of reworking men's shirts in women's clothing [1]:

1. Try on a shirt and pins to mark the places where the changes should be made. This is the most interesting and creative process.

2. All edges that are truncated, processed.

3. To reduce the size of any model, you can make darts, gather at the waist with a braid or insert an elastic band.

4. If the size is much larger than yours, you should cut the product at the side seams and remove the excess. You can also adjust this moment using the belt.

5. Decorate the finished product with rhinestones, braid, lace, beads, make embroidery.

As part of the discipline, the composition of the costume in the form of independent work under the guidance of the teacher was carried out a creative task to customizing men's shirts. Guided by the technique described above, a collection of women's clothing was created. Photos of the most successful customizing are shown in Figure 3.

This creative task helped us to take a fresh look at the culture of consumption and rational attitude to the environment and own wardrobe, helped in the education of aesthetic taste, laid the foundations of work in the material, acquainted with modern trends of ecological design.
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
